Services provided by DEG

 DEG committed a senior local currency loan facility 

for a maximum EUR31.5m (~ZAR500m equivalent) 

with a door-to-door tenor of 18.5 years

The investment and its impact

 Redstone is a greenfield 100MW Concentrated 

Solar Power (“CSP”) tower plant with 12 hours of 

molten salt storage currently under construction in 

South Africa

 Redstone is expected to produce 480,000MW of 

clean energy a year, electrify approximately 

210,000 households during peak demand and 

create more than 3,500 jobs
